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LACK OF ACADEMIC INTEGRITY IN HIGHER EDUCATION
Key words: plagiarism, citing, intellectual authorship, references

Corruption is often defined as the abuse of entrusted power for private gain.
In higher education, corruption is also the lack of academic integrity. On the one
hand, the massification of higher education is a necessary and important part of
the global knowledge economy; on the other hand, it has a significant impact on
its quality [3]. Plagiarism means the reproduction of ideas, data or research results,
published or unpublished, by someone else without explicitly recognizing their
intellectual authorship. Plagiarism, self-plagiarism and cyber-plagiarism also fall
under this category [4].

Among the main causes of plagiarism there are the following ones: ease, lack
of time, “everyone does it”, it is a risk-free practice, it’s a habit already taken, lack
of study skills, ignorance of the rules, desire for performance, panic, work overload,
difficulties in mastering the subject.

There are five main reasons to worry about fraud and plagiarism.

1. To assess real learning, actual student performance, not a tinkering with
composite ideas from the Web or other reality available documentation.

2. To preserve the value of the titles and degrees awarded by educational
institutions and, ultimately, to protect academic integrity.

3. To preserve intellectual property, since productions of all kinds all have one
or more authors.

4. Because easy access to a variety of information facilitates various forms of
plagiarism.

5. Knowing the rules and using good methods in citing sources is an integral

part of quality university education. They must therefore be mastered by the
students [1].

There are some tracks that contribute to developing good practices in
students.

1. Raise awareness and train.

a) Have open discussions with students on the rules for citing references by
making them aware of their role as students.

b) Adequately train students in the use of references and methods in citing
sources.

c) Inform students of the sanctions that apply in cases of fraud and plagiarism.
d) Ask students to adhere to written honor codes stating that they are the

authors of the content of their work. This code could for example be formulated in
this way: “I certify that this work is a personal creation, that it adequately cites
extracts from various sources and that the references to publications are indicated
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
